4. Make an orderly account of the Lord’s actions.

“Many have undertaken to draw up an account of the things that have been fulfilled among us… it seemed good also to me to write an orderly account...” Luke 1:1-4
Choose one or two of the topics from question 3, above, and in 50 words or less for each topic, write how you might tell someone that the Lord touched your life, healed or changed you.
Examples: 
Topic: Finances – God wanted me to be more generous in giving. That forced me to be more fiscally responsible. As a result, three years later, I am giving more and have more money to spend on the important things. And I thank God for it. (43 words) 

Topic: Healing – Doctors told me I would never be healed, but I continued to seek and receive prayer, and two years I was healed. The doctors are still amazed and I just thank God for the healing. (35 words)
